If there will be more than 24 players another system than below will 	be used.





	Stage 1: Round Robin - five rounds. Five or six players in four groups (A, 	B, C and D). The three top players in each group are selected to the next 	stage.





	Stage 2: Round Robin - three rounds. Earlier results in games between 	opponents will be brought from stage 1. A1, A2, A3, B1, B2 and B3 will 	play in one group and C1, C2, C3, D1, D2 and D3 in one group. Corre-	sponding system will be used for places 13 and down, A4, A5, A6, B4, 	B5 and B6 in one group and C4, C5, C6, D4, D5 and D6 in one group.





	Stage 3: Cup-system - two rounds. Semifinal-round, AB1-CD2, CD1-AB2, 	AB3-CD4 … and final-round. If draw in a game there will be one tie-break 	game. If draw again, one more tie-break game and so on.





Seeding:	The official international rating for the period 960901-961231 of RIF will 	be used and players will be seeded like the following: No. 1 in A-group, 2	in C, 3 in D and 4 in B. No. 5-8 will be chosen by lots in one group each. 	The same for no. 9-12, 13-16, 17-20 and 21-24.





Time:	90 minutes and 30 minutes / 30 moves (no control of moves after 90 	minutes). In semi-final and final (places 1-4): 120 minutes and 30 minutes / 	30 moves (no control of moves after 120 minutes. Tie-break games: 20 	minutes. If draw, half time and so on.
